During puberty, hormones in your body are affecting nearly every part of you.  These hormones even affect your brain which brings about changes in emotions. 
Basically, this means that you are growing up and the way you think and feel begin to change.

While these changes are taking place, you may feel sensitive, experience new, unfamiliar and or stronger feelings, have mood swings, and there may even be more conflict in your life.
It is important to remember that…
…you are not the only one experiencing these emotional changes.
…there are plenty of places to access information and support about these new emotions e.g. books, leaflets, your doctor or school nurse, a youth worker.
…you can talk to the friends you trust.  They may be going through the same changes as you.

Handout: Masturbation

(www.changeppeople.co.uk)

Masturbation is when you touch and rub your own penis (for a man) or vagina (for a woman).  
It is normal to masturbate.  Lots of people do it because it can feel nice.  Other people choose not to do it.
Masturbation can show you how sex feels. 
When a man masturbates, his penis may become hard and semen (white sticky liquid) may come out.  
When a woman masturbates her vagina may become wet.
It is important that you only masturbate in a private place and NOT in front of other people.

Conception - FACTS

· The sperm are small parts of the man’s semen (the white sticky liquid that comes out of the end of the man’s penis when he ‘cums’). It is the sperm that can make a woman pregnant.

· Every month the woman’s body produces a very tiny egg.

· If the sperm and the egg meet inside the woman’s body then they can join together and make a foetus. (This is the name for the baby before it is born.)  (www.fpa.org.uk)
