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Treasurer
Role:
· Make sure financial records are kept properly in line with the law and other relevant legislation or requirements.

· Monitor financial activity to make sure that Learning Disability Wales spends it’s money for the purpose it is intended.

· Ensure appropriate financial controls are in place

· Monitor Learning Disability Wales income to ensure it has enough money to do its work.

Responsibilities
1. Provide advice and guidance to LDW to plan ahead so that it can fund future work.

2. Present budgets and accounts to Board of Trustees meetings (4 meetings annually) and the Annual General Meeting.  

3. Make sure that Learning Disability Wales reviews and achieves the aims of its Reserve Policy.

4. Monitor bank reconciliation activity quarterly

5. Act as signatory for lease or hire purchase agreements when required.
6. Work with and meet with the CEO and finance team when necessary.


7. Meet with the Auditors annually to review the annual accounts.

8. Chair the Finance sub group meetings (4-5 meeting meetings annually).
9. Attend meetings and other sub groups as needed.
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
